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Aims

The Churches Regional Commission for Yorkshire and the Humber [CRC] provides information

Methodology

The briefing paper introduces a Biblical background to hospitality and justice and outlines key
issues relating to migrant worker employment. The paper outlines a definition of migrant workers;

their rights and entitlements; discusses their contribution to the economy and vulnerability to
exploitation; effects for public services; describes the Gangmasters Licensing Authority; and their

contribution to churches. These issues are illustrated with case studies of work undertaken to
welcome and support migrant workers. A list of ideas for what churches can do, useful

organisations and resources are provided.
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
