promoting different research papers they have been working on with research partners on

e This article explores a recent research project in Manchester, ‘Uncertain Futures’, on
experiences of older women in the workplace, highlighting stories of migrant women facing
language barriers and discrimination - often ‘invisible’ in low-paid, zero-hours contract roles,
with little chance to progress or utilise their skills.
