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English Classes?

To find local English class at your level in your local area, visit the Learning English in Yorkshire
and Humber Directory. You can search by area/ postcode, and can also select criteria such as
‘evenings only’, or ‘classes with childcare’.

Some classes are free for everyone, while others, especially accredited courses, will have
eligibility criteria based on residency and/or income.

A BN(O) visa holder cannot access free English classes or any courses that are funded through
the Adult Education Budget (AEB) for the first 3 years or their residence in the UK. After that, the
eligibility for English classes and wider courses is based on learner’s income. Course providers
check this eligibility during the admission process.

Most local authorities in the Yorkshire and Humber region have opened their English learning
provision to BN(O) visa holders.

Most formal and informal classes are run during school term only, with no classes during school
breaks and summer holidays. However, it is always best to check this with the course provider
directly.
